	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire is most active along the northern perimeter.  A rim of intense heat surrounds the northern half of the perimeter, mainly on the north slopes of Graves Mountain.  The fire in this area has moved downslope slightly since the last mapping, towards Deadman Creek.

Several pockets of intense heat are also located inside the perimeter in the southeast section of the fire, close to Road 220.  About 10% of the fire is intense heat.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]A large area of scattered heat was found on the upper slopes, between Graves Mountain and Coyote Mountain, but much reduced in size since previous mapping.  Otherwise, the most of the interior and southern half of the fire is mainly isolated hot spots.
