Tower: 14,671 acres
Onata: 384 acres
Fire north of Onata: 111 acres

Tower’s western flank burning down into Cee Ah Creek and Mill Creek and through Pyramid Pass, with Intense Heat. Scattered and isolated heat throughout most of the heat perimeter. Some isolated heat sources observed outside the main perimeter near Squaw Valley.
