	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation
Note early flight time – this can result in false heat detections.  
Tower Fire :
In the small northwestern perimeter, one isolated heat source is located directly on top of completed dozer line at: 117 11 14.756 x 48 35 33.093
In main Tower fire perimeter, along the north/northwest flank, one isolated heat source just outside of the perimeter located south of an incident fire point labeled “spot fire” at: 117 9 48.37 x 48 33 32.545
In the main Tower fire perimeter, along the north/northeast flank, one isolated heat source just outside of the perimeter located on an unnamed trail south of Paqua Creek at: 117 6 55.81 x 48 32 12.951
Numerous isolated heat sources scattered throughout the perimeter.  
Others:
S. Fork Slate Creek –  under clouds – interpretation not possible
Hall Mountain – No heat detected
Grease Creek – Four scanner lines through northernmost perimeter.  This can result in false heat detections.  Potential false isolated heat source located outside of the west flank of the current fire perimeter at 117 13 3.328 x 48 48 17.127. Several other isolated heat sources located outside of the current fire perimeter along the west and east flanks – I have higher confidence in these. Clouds covering a significant portion of the southern Grease Creek perimeter.  
Onata –  Isolated heat source detected directly on top of completed line along the northern flank (117 13 44.803 x 48 44 16.923)
