Overall notes: Heat Perimeter came from incident fire perimeter. There were no areas of scattered or intense heat. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]No data area: The file for the first run was corrupted. This corrupt file covered the far eastern portion of the Tower fire only, so most of the fire was available for interpretation. 

Tower Fire: There were a few isolated heat sources in the Tower fire. The area where the file was corrupted, in the far eastern portion of the Tower Fire, is shown on the map products, as well as a shapefile and kmz. 

Grease Creek Fire: In the southern portion of the Grease Creek fire, there is one isolated heat source on the peak in the south eastern portion of the fire. In the northern portion of the Grease Creek Fire, there are a few isolated heat sources. 

Hall Mountain, Onata, and South Fork Slate Creek fires had no heat detected. 

Baldy was not part of the IR flight.
