	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Tonight’s interpretation was based on the latest Incident perimeter (20150912_0005_Kaniksu_WA_FIMT1011_1.gdb)

Tower Fire: Two isolated heat sources detected on top of or just outside of completed line along the eastern flank at 117 4 9.544 x 48 31 1.471 and 117 4 5.336 x 48 31 2.57 west of road 312. One pocket of intense heat along the northeastern flank in Section 14. Numerous isolated heat sources detected in close proximity to the fire edge and within the fire interior.

Grease Creek: Slight expansion to the perimeter in the northern portion along the eastern and western flanks.  Two pockets of intense heat in the northern portion along the west and east flanks. 

Hall Mountain and South Fork Slate Creek: no heat detected 

Onata: Two isolated heat sources detected along the eastern flank adjacent to completed line. 

Baldy was not part of the IR flight.
