	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tower Fire: The northeast flank still has a few smallpockets of intense heat along the perimeter and is where the majority of the growth happened.  There are two additional pockets of intense fire in the center of the fire with several pockets of scattered. Numerous isolated heat sources detected in close proximity to the fire edge and within the fire interior.

Grease Creek:  Has intense fire in the northern perimeter on the west flank. There is also one isolated heat source outside of the perimeter on the southwest side of the saddle between the two fire polygons.  There is many pockets of scattered heat in the northern polygon with a few isolated heat sources in both the north and south polygons

All Other Fires: Nothing to report on the remaining fires in the Complex. Highly recommend not flying the northern most scan box tomorrow.
