	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with Incident perimeter from September 28 @ 1021 hours. 

Tower Fire: Fire continues to be active in the Paqua Creek area. This is where the perimeter growth occurred. Scattered and intense heat along perimeter in this area. Pockets of scattered heat in the interior, primarily on the east half. Pockets of intense heat continue to occur in the upper drainage of Nola Creek. Similar amount of isolated heat sources scattered across the interior as there were two days ago. A small spot fire continues to burn about 0.7 miles east of North Baldy peak about a third of the way down the hill and outside of the main perimeter.

Grease Creek:  Fire activity continues in the northern half of the fire. Intense heat observed along perimeter on the west side near FR526, on the north tip and on the north east portion. Scattered and intense heat in the interior. Two of the three spot fires in the saddle continue to have heat and small amount of growth. No heat observed in the southern polygon.

Onata: No change & no heat.

South Fork Slate Creek:  No change & no heat.

Hall Mountain:  No change & no heat.

Baldy: Not scanned.
