	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with last IR perimeter from October 4.

Tower Fire: Primary area of perimeter growth occurred in the upper reaches of Paqua Creek basin. The perimeter in this area has crossed over the ridge and now is burning above Colza Creek. Small amounts of intense and scattered heat in the areas of perimeter growth. Patches of scattered heat are along Nola Creek; the upper reaches and south of Klahowya Creek; and the upper reaches of North Fork, below South Baldy. Density of isolated heat sources is similar to two days ago.

Grease Creek:  Limited about on perimeter growth. Most of it above Grease Creek as the fire continues to back downslope towards the creek. Less intense heat overall. Scattered heat throughout the middle section of the burn area. 

Onata: One isolated heat source in the eastern portion of the burn area. No change in perimeter growth.

South Fork Slate Creek:  Small amount of scattered heat in the extreme east corner. The perimeter boundary was extended to include the heat, but it was less than one acre. 

Hall Mountain:  No heat and no change in perimeter.

Baldy: No data, was not included in the scan area.
