	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The IR flight from tonight showed a fair amount of intense heat, from the southwest around to the northeast part of the incident.  On the northeast, there is heat now outside the Forest Service Boundary in section 18 where is is backing down the slope.  There a long stringer of intense heat contouring the slope at about 1800 elevation, (could be a burnout) in the west half of section 18.  Counterclockwise, around to the north, there is intense heat backing down and moving around the slope in sections 11 and 12, where an isolated area of intense heat was detected yesterday.

Along the NW part of the incident, There is intense heat backing down the hill into the South Fork Boulder Creek drainage.  The heat is nearest the bottom of the slope in the north where Tom Creek joins South Fork Boulder Creek.  It had not crossed the creek as of flight time.  The heat is also continuing to grow to the south, moving up Thompson Ridge toward Forest Road 260, and eventually the campground at Davis Lake.

The other area of intense heat and heat perimeter growth is to the SE of Thompson Ridge where it is in amongst the roads in section 2.  There was intense heat in that area.  There was also some perimeter growth and intense heat in section twelve at the knob with the 3436 elevation marked on it.   
The rest of the incident is cooler than last night with less heat near the edges along the south and east of the incident.
