Stickpin:
Two isolated heat sources outside of the current perimeter along the eastern flank north of Rd 215 and south of East Deer Creek at 118 20 40.761 x 48 52 45.948. Numerous isolated heat sources in close proximity to the uncontrolled fire edge and, in some locations, completed dozer line along the eastern flank.

Renner:
Numerous isolated heat sources detected along the northern edge of the fire.  Most of these heat sources are in close proximity to the uncontrolled fire edge.  No isolated heat sources detected outside the main fire perimeter

Graves Mountain:
Numerous isolated heat sources detected along the northern flank.  Most of these heat sources are in close proximity to the uncontrolled fire edge.
