	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Mapped heat sources using incident perimeter from September 19. 
Stickpin: Perimeter grew just one acre. Most of the heat was isolated spots scattered on the eastern side of the fire. One spot was outside the perimeter north of the North Fork of Boulder Creek in Section 26. Two more spots are on the north facing slope south of the same creek. Numerous isolated heat sources are on the eastern perimeter near the SE edge.
 
North Boulder 2: no heat detected.

Renner: No change in the perimeter. Isolated heat sources are found throughout the perimeter. Areas of intense and scattered heat are along the northern end of the fire, and some areas of scattered and intense heat are on the southern end of the west perimeter.
