Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


North Star: There is quite a lot of heat on the west side of the fire. It was hard to tell exactly what was happening. There is intense and scattered heat just north of Trail Creek and west of Omak Creek. This edge of North Star is less than a mile from the spot fire that is part of the Tunk Block Fire. There is also intense heat on the west side north of Armstrong Creek and east of Coyote Canyon. This looks like a burnout operation. Other areas of intense heat are on the east side along South Nanamkin Creek; on the east along Nineteenmile Creek; northeast on Barrett Butte and Tenmile Creek; the burnout coming down from Golden Harvest Creek on the far northeast edge; and a pocket of heat between West Fork Sanpoil River and Lost Creek a mile upstream from Aeneas on the north edge.


Tunk Block: This fire is quiet compared to its neighbor. It is most active on the east side near Tunk Mountain lookout and the slope below it toward Aeneas Creek headwaters.
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
