Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


North Star: There was intense heat at the West Fork Sanpoli River just east of Aeneas. The burnout on the northeast has tied into the main fire. It is still very active along Tenmile Creek and Nineteenmile Creek on the east side. There is a finger of fire along the road below the lookout on Armstrong Mountain on the southwest, another burnout?





Tunk Block: This fire is remains quiet. There was a little activity by Tunk Mountain Lookout on the east side.
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
