Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


North Star: There is a lot of isolated heat in the north area where you’ve been burning out, but the clouds prevent me from making a definitive call as to where it is burning or edit the perimeter except where there was some intense heat. There were a few other areas of scattered heat poking through the clouds but no further change in the perimeter.





Tunk Block: This fire was totally cloud covered so there was no change from the previous perimeter. 
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
