Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


North Star: There is a lot of isolated heat in the north area where you’ve been burning out. There is also a lot of heat on the far north below Cornell Butte and east of Road [3120]. There is a lot of activity along Barrett Butte on the east as well as along (21) between West Fork and Nineteenmile Creek. There is intense heat on the west side below Armstrong Mountain.
