Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


North Star: There is a lot of intense heat on the northwest separate from the main perimeter. It looks like spotting toward Road [3120] below Cornell Butte, but at this stage of the fire, it is probably a burnout operation and intentional. There is still ca lot of activity along Barrett Butte on the east as well as along (21) between West Fork and Nineteenmile Creek. There is intense heat on the west side below Armstrong Mountain.





Tunk Block: Finally had enough heat to make an unburned island on the east edge on the slope above Peony Creek and below Bannon Mountain. The most active part of the fire was north of Tunk Mountain.
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
