Started editing with the 09/11/2015 IR heat perimeter.�


A box is noted on the map of an area that was not covered by the IR flight – no imagery.�


Most of the heat activity was on the east side of the fire.  �


On the northeast side of the fire from Bannon Mtn. south and a little below Tunk Mtn there is some linear intense heat lines.�


Light scattered heat in interior of fire mostly on east half of fire.
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
