Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


North Star: There is still a lot of intense heat on the whole north end from the burnout operation along Road [3120] below Cornell Butte as well as the area south of Golden Harvest Creek. The unburned fuels south of the control lines are being consumed. There is still a lot of activity along Barrett Butte on the east as well as along (21) between West Fork and Nineteenmile Creek. There is still intense heat on the west side below Armstrong Mountain. Most of the growth is into the unburned islands.





Tunk Block: The most active part of the fire continues to be north of Tunk Mountain and north from there along the perimeter up to Bannon Mountain.
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
