	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Tunk Block: Started with the incidents perimeter from 20150921. The topo map and KMZ show isolated heat sources outside of the perimeter on the east side but those are inside the perimeter of the North Star fire. The growth primarily occurred in internal islands of un-burnt fuel, with some additional gains along the east flank.  There is a lot of intense heat between Beehive and Tunk Mountain and north.  Most of the heat overall is on the east side of the fire with scattered heat pockets and isolated heat sources throughout the interior of the perimeter.
