Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


Started with Incident perimeter from September 22, 0341 hours PDT.





North Star: There is a lot of intense heat in the very northern part of the perimeter and along much of the eastern perimeter. The perimeter near Fish and Long Lakes has pockets of intense heat as does the perimeter along North Nanamkin Creek. There is intense heat off the north facing slopes of Armstrong Mtn. Pockets of scattered heat and many isolated heat sources are scattered throughout the interior of the perimeter.�
