	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with the Incidents perimeter (20150922_0356_OkanoganComplex_WANES001203_FIMT10011).  There is an intense pocket of heat along with several isolated heat sources near the perimeter in the South Fork Salmon Creek drainage on the west side of the fire towards the south end.  There are two isolated heat sources outside the perimeter in an internal fuel island near Buzzard Lake. Growth is primarily internal fuel island perimeters. The majority of the heat is in the southwest portion of the fire in the form of isolated heat sources with a few pockets of scattered heat.
