	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Tunk Block: The growth primarily is on an island of un-burnt fuel north of Beehive Trail in section 6.  Most of the heat overall is on the east side of the fire with scattered heat pockets and isolated heat sources throughout the interior of the perimeter. There are two isolated heat sources outside the perimeter both south of the fire.  The first is in section 3 south of Cameron Lake near a structure, could be a campfire or a BBQ grill. The second is in section 14 also near a structure.
