Tonight’s mission included a scan of the IA responsibility area to detect new starts. Two passes were made to accommodate the full scan box. No heat signatures were identified outside the main fire perimeter of North Boulder 2. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Limited perimeter growth was mapped, with scattered heat found along the advancing edge of the fire. Small pockets of intense heat were mapped along the western edge of the fire, eastern edge of the fire, and along the northern fire edge. Scattered and isolated heat was mapped within the fire’s interior.
