	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tonight’s mapping began with the previous night’s heat perimeter, and showed more heat than the previous night’s mission. Limited perimeter growth was mapped along the northern and eastern flanks of the fire. Pockets of intense heat were mapped along the northern fire edge. Scattered heat was detected along the fire’s western, northern and eastern edges. Isolated heat sources were found throughout the interior of the fire area.
