	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This is the second IR flight for this complex.  The scanner box was not large enough to capture the whole Beaver Lake Fire, only the north side was captured.  The heat on the south end was not mapped..  The Lime Belt and Blue Lake fires grew together with significant growth to the south.

Beaver Lake Fire - The acreage on this heat perimeter is 806 acres.  The south part of this fire was not mapped, the scanner box was not large enough.  There was a small amount of scattered heat and some isolated heat sources in the interior.

Lime Belt/Blue Lake Fire – The heat perimeter on this fire was 15,869 acres.  The fires grew together and had significant growth to the south.  There is an area of intense heat on the west edge of the fire at the north end near Sugarloaf Lake.  There are a lot of areas of intense heat along the east side.  The fire moved south of Conconully Road near Happy Hill Road, but does not appear to have moved south of Salmon Creek Road.  The heat perimeter was mapped as best as possible with the amount of fine fuels.  In central part of fire mostly scattered heat and isolated heat sources.  The south end of the fire was dominated by intense heat and scattered heat.  The north part of the fire has lots of isolated heat sources on the interior of the heat perimeter.  Some isolated heat sources were detected about 2 miles south of the southern fire edge at the edge of the imagery and may be related to another fire.  The isolated heat sources are just north of Salmon Creek Road – 48°26.119’ x -119° 38.701’.

Turn Block – The heat perimeter on this fire was 6,484 acres.  This fire also made a significant push to the south.  On the south end of the fire there is mostly scattered heat in the interior and some intense heat on the south and east edge.  Areas of intense heat on the on the east side near Bob Neal Spring and Lockman Ridge.  Near Deadhorse Canyon the fire appears to have crossed US Highway 97.  There are heat sources on the west side of the road near Providence Orchards.  The heat sources were mapped in this area and it was hard to tell where the fire had crossed the road.  There are two isolated heat sources northwest of Providence Orchards, it was unclear if these were associated with the fire.  The locations are 48° 28.847’ x -119c 30.109’ and 48° 29.104’ x -119° 29.98’.
