	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
All three of the fires had significant growth and a lot of heat.  The total heat perimeter acreage is 83, 441 acres.

Beaver Lake Fire – The heat perimeter was 3,819 acres.  There was significant fire growth to the south.  Areas of intense heat along edge here.  Scattered heat and isolated heat sources in the interior of the heat perimeter.  Fire has not reached Rock Creek the east.  

Lime Belt/Blue Lake Fire – Heat perimeter is 47,677 acres.  Significant growth to the east, southeast, and north.  Some growth on the southwest corner and little to west northeast of the town of Conconully.  The fire made a big push to the north crossing Fish Lake Road.  The north fire edge is approximately 1 mile southwest of Beeman School.  On the east side of the fire the fire edge is less than ½ mile from Highway 97.  There is some intense heat in this area.  On the southeast corner there is a finger that is just west of Riverside.  The fire has crossed Riverside Cutoff Road and is moving to the south.  There is some intense heat in this area.  The fire has burned to George Road on the south, northwest of Omak.  There is mostly isolated heat sources and some scattered heat with some intense heat on the west side.  On the southwest corner the fire does not appear to have crossed Salmon Creek Road.  There is an area outside of the main heat perimeter south of the fire with isolated heat sources.  There are some small areas of intense heat and scattered heat in this area.

Tunk Block – This heat perimeter is 31,945 acres.  This fire made significant movement to the east.  There is intense heat on the southeast corner of the near Bear Lake.  This corner is also dominated by scattered heat.  The west side of the fire has a few isolated heat sources and some scattered heat.  There is intense heat on the northeast corner, the fire is approximately ¼ mile from Chewiliken School.  The east side of the fire is ½ mile from Fritz Road northwest of Howe School.  The south end of the fire also has a large area of intense heat.
