	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tonight’s flight included the Twisp Fire, this is the fire IR flight for this fire.  The new IR heat perimeter acreage for all four fires is 156,943 acres.  Be advised that there were some clouds/smoke on some of the imagery tonight.  This is depicted on the maps by blue polygons.  We cannot see the heat through the clouds/smoke so nothing was mapped in those areas.

Twisp Fire – The heat perimeter was 8,402 acres.  The perimeter on the east side of the fire is approximate, there was mostly scattered heat in this area (depicted on the map as straight lines).  There were some areas of intense heat on the east side of the fire with a larger area of scattered heat. 

Beaver Lake Fire – Heat perimeter is 14,760 acres.  There was an area of clouds/smoke on the south end (this is depicted on the map).  The fire grew to the southeast.  The fire does not appear to have crossed Highway 20 on the south side.  The fire has reached the edge of Leader Lake.  The fire has reached Timerick Mtn to the south.  There is a spot with scattered heat on the east side of Dry Coulee Creek in this area.  There is an area of intense heat on the south end of the fire near Spaulding Lake.  A large area of intense heat dominates the central part of the fire near Loup Loup Creek.  There are some other areas of
intense heat on the east side of the fire near Ritchie Ridge and east of Buzzard Lake.  Some intense heat at the northwest part of the fire near the South Fork of Beaver Creek.  Isolated hot spots in the northwest area.

Lime Belt/Blue Lake Fire – The heat perimeter is now 65,715 acres.  Be advised there were clouds/smoke in the southwest area of the fire , the heat was not seen and hence not mapped in this area.  The fire had growth to the north and the south.  Intense heat was mapped at the southern point on Pogue Mountain.  The fire crossed Salmon Creek east of Wright Mountain. There are areas of intense heat on the edge. In the Bide a Wee Flat area there are numerous spots outside the main heat perimeter, around the Omak airport.  There is an area of intense heat outside of the main heat perimeter west of Carter Mountain, the area is on the east side of the North Fork of Pine Creek.  The northern part of the fire has reached approx. ¾ mile southeast of Blue Lake.  This area is dominated by a mix of intense and scattered heat.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Turn Block Fire – The heat perimeter on this fire 68,066 acres.  The fire experienced growth on the north and the south ends.  On the south end the fire crossed Wanacur Mill Creek.  The area has isolated heat sources in this area along with pockets of scattered heat and intense heat.  There is a large area of intense heat south of Browns Pass.  The east side of the fire has a large area of intense heat (southwest of Bannon Mountain), the fire is approximately ¾ mile from Tunk Mountain Lookout.  The north part of the fire has crossed Highway 20 to the north.  There is an area of intense heat on the south side of the highway northwest of Lounsbury Lake.
