	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Please note that the acreage tonight does not include the Twisp River Fire, there is a separate IRIN log for that fire now.  The data will still be uploaded to the Okanogan Complex Folder.

Beaver Lake Fire – Heat perimeter is 25,929 acres.  The fire did not experience any growth to the south.  An area was added to the heat perimeter on the west side of the fire that was not previously seen in the imagery the night before.  Some small growth of most edges other than the south.  An area of intense heat exists on the west side near Beaver Mtn.  There were some areas of intense heat on the northeast side of the fire near Ritchie Ridge and Neville Ridge. Mostly isolated heat sources in the interior.  There was an spot to the west of the Lime Belt /Blue Lake fire northeast of Reem Mtn that merge with the Beaver Lake Fire.

Lime Belt/Blue Lake Fire – Heat perimeter is now 75,785 acres.  There was a small amount of growth along the edges of the fire.  Mostly isolated heat sources in the interior central and southeast part of the fire.  Some pockets of scattered heat on the west side near Arlington Ridge.  There is a small pocket of intense heat south of Little Peacock Mtn.  There was an area of growth and intense heat on the northwest corner of the fire south of Blue Goat Mtn.

Tunk Block Fire – The heat perimeter is now 128,046 acres. This fire had growth on the northeast corner of the fire, there is a small area of intense heat in this are but is mostly isolated heat sources and scattered heat.  An area of growth on the east side has a pocket of intense heat near Broken Spoke Road.  There is a large ares of scattered heat south of Chewiliken Valley. Another large area f scattered heat is near Lockman Pass.  The east side of the fire has small areas of intense heat along the in east edge.  The south part of the fire had minimal growth.  The heat in this area is mostly scattered heat and isolated heat.
