	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Please note that the acreage tonight does not include the Twisp River Fire, there is a separate IRIN log for that fire now.  The data will still be uploaded to the Okanogan Complex Folder.

The Lime Belt Fire merged with the Beaver Lake Fire near Neville Ridge.  

Lime Belt/Blue Lake/Beaver Lake Fire – Heat perimeter is now 108,013 acres.  The fires grew together near Neville Ridge, there is a large area of intense heat here.  The fire also grew on the north part of the fire and a little to the west.  The area of growth to the north is also dominated by intense heat, east of Blue Goat Mtn.  The fire ½ mile south of Sinlahekin Creek Road.  In the central, east, and southeast part of the fire there was minimal heat detected, mostly isolated heat sources.  On the west side of the fire there is some intense heat and scattered heat near Peacock Mtn.  A small area of intense heat is located east of Funk Mtn(west side, north of Conconully), there are also some isolated heat sources outside of the main heat perimeter here.  There is an isolated heat source outside the main perimeter northwest of the Bide A Wee Flat area, it is located where there have been other spots.  Areas that have isolated heat sources outside of the main heat perimeter include: east and south of Brown Lake, northeast of Little Green Lake, east and northeast of Grover Cemetery, and northwest of Spring Coulee.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tunk Block Fire – The heat perimeter is now 133,410 acres.   Most of the growth was on the east side and a small amount on the south.  Areas of intense on the east side of the fie include: west and south of Bannon Mtn, southeast of Powers Butte, north of Omak Mtn, around Van Brunt Mtn, and a large area east of Gordon Butte.  There are some small intense pockets of heat on the south end.  Most of the scattered heat was seen in these same areas adjacent to the intense heat.  The interior of the fire is dominated by isolated heat sources.
