	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Please note that the acreage tonight does not include the Twisp River Fire, there is a separate IRIN log for that fire now.  The data will still be uploaded to the Okanogan Complex Folder.  Be advised that only portions of the fire were mapped for heat sources due to a large amount of fires and time constraints, the areas that were scanned are the blue polygons on the map.  The areas outside of the polygons were not mapped for heat tonight.

Lime Belt Fire – Heat perimeter is now 119,305 acres.  On the north part of the fire there is an intense area of heat west of Sinlahekin Valley, this heat appears to remain south of Sinlahekin Creek.  Adjacent to the intense heat is a large area of scattered heat.  There are some small pockets of scattered heat near Funk Mtn.  On the southwest corner of the fire there are some pockets of intense heat to the south and west of Ruby Hill.  There is also a lot of scattered heat in this area as well.  North of Reed Mtn there are some interior pockets of intense heat and scattered heat.  There are a few isolated heat sources outside of the main fire perimeter near Cabin Creek.  On the north portion of the fire there is one isolated heat source outside the main heat perimeter southeast of Bald Butte.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tunk Block Fire – The heat perimeter is now 145,113 acres.   The fire grew on the northeast corner and the east side near Van Brunt Mtn.  On the northeast corner of the fire there are some small areas of intense heat mixed with scattered heat.  The largest area of growth on the east side was to the east of Van Burnt Mtn, there is a large area of intense heat here mixed with a large area of scattered heat.  Another area with an area of intense heat is southeast of Van Brunt Swamp Springs, there is an area of scattered heat adjacent here as well.  On the south end of the fire there are some small pockets of scattered and intense heat.  The interior to the west of these areas is mostly isolated heat sources. Some isolated heat sources outside the perimeter exist near the intense heat east of Omak Mtn.  There are also a few islolated heat sources outside the main heat perimeter in the northeast part of the fire.
