	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tunk Block Fire was the only fire in this complex to get flown due to clouds. The heat perimeter is now 160,993 acres.  There was growth on the fire to the east.  In the northeast portion of the fire there are some areas with small pockets of intense heat.  There is also some spotting to the northeast of the intense heat area.  There are also some isolated heat sources here outside of the main heat perimeter.  There is an area off the SE main heat perimeter that is across the highway.  It is closer to Tunk then to the North Star Fire.  It is 396 acres.
