	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The major growth in the heat perimeter was found south of Last Chance Mine, east of the Salmon River: T34N/R24E.
The other area of heat perimeter growth is removal of islands of unburned fuels within the heat perimeter.
Some intense heat was detected northwest of Blue Goat Mountain.
An area of scattered heat found at Funk Mtn. Lookout.
Isolated heat found throughout the heat perimeter most notably in the area around Wright Mtn.
