	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Most of the perimeter growth this period occurred internally, consuming islands of unburned fuels within the heat perimeter.  The largest area of external perimeter growth occurred east of South Fork Salmon Creek south of the mouth of Cabin Creek and adjacent to the large area of intense heat.  The only isolated heat source outside the external perimeter is in this area as well.
There are areas of intense and scattered heat around Blue Goat Mountain and Ruby Hill.
