[bookmark: _GoBack]Onata Creek fire has grown significantly since last mapping.  Both Onata Creek fire and Grease Creek fire are about 1/3 Intense Heat, with the remaining as Scattered Heat.  Grease Creek fire has an internal polygon with no heat showing.  On both fires, intense heat is concentrated near the outer edges.  Hall Mtn fire is small and has some scattered heat, appears to be cooling.
