Again The perimeter grew mainly in the area of intense heat in the North central part of the fire. Most of the fire is covered with scattered heat except the east and west ends that have minimal isolated heat sources. There is less heat detected along the Southern boundary.   There was still heat detected in the Spot fire outside the Southwestern corner of the fire. There was additional heat detected outside the Central Southern fire perimeter at the edge of the Queets River.
