	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
The fire showed growth primarily to the northwest and northeast on steep south and east facing slopes. The western edge of the fire has spread 1/3 a mile to the north west with scattered and intense heat showing in this area of expansion. The previously mapped unburned island tot eh east of Paradise Creek has burned. The fire expanded south between river mile 40 and 41, but remains north of the Queets River. To the north east, fire growth and intense heat was mapped north to river mile 43, and all detected heat remains northwest of the Queets River.
