Perimeter growth was limited to a small portion of mapped intense heat on the NW flank of the fire and mixed intense/scattered heat in the NE portion of the fire. One small polygon of intense heat was mapped adjacent to the Queets river between river miles 42 and 43. The steep south facing slopes continue to show scattered heat.
