[bookmark: _GoBack]The fire perimeter grew 17 acres over the previous scan two nights ago with growth occurring in small parches primarily along the northern edge of the fire. A small pocket of intense heat was mapped in the far northwestern corner of the fire. Some small pockets of intense heat were also detected in the northern half of the fire and along the northeastern flank of the fire. Scattered and isolated heat continues to persist throughout the fire area. No heat signatures were detected to the south or east of the Queets River.
