	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The most heat activity noted tonight was a patch of scattered heat in the northwest corner of the perimeter.  There were a few very minor additions to the heat perimeter in this area.  Two isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter were noted approximately 200 to 400 feet west of the northwest corner.  The furthest west was at -123.825, 47.707.  

The most significant change to the heat perimeter was in the southwest corner near the confluence of Paradise Creek and Queets River.  Here two separate polygons were connected with some scattered heat activity.  Three isolated heat sources approx. 900 feet northwest of the perimeter in this area were noted.  The furthest was at -123.818, 47.697.

There were several very minor additions to the heat perimeter along the northern boundary.
