[bookmark: _GoBack]Started with incident provided perimeter from 8/8/15. Last IR flight was 7/29. There does not appear to have been a lot of perimeter growth during the past 11 days. Perimeter increases were in pockets on the north side in the western half. The most heat is along the perimeter about 0.5 miles east of the mouth of Bob Creek. There are other pockets of scattered heat in that general area. Isolated heat sources are scattered throughout the interior, mostly in the hillsides.
