Heat perimeter was mapped using the incident provided 20150629_2300 perimeter as a starting point. No perimeter growth was detected. No areas of intense or scattered heat were detected in tonight’s scan. 
Only one isolated heat source was detected within the main fire perimeter, located at 120 21 23.86 W   47 26 16.49 N
Three isolated heat sources were mapped in the urban district between N Wenatchee Ave, Hawley St, and N Miller St (120 19 42.07 W   47 26 53.12 N, 120 19 38.76 W   47 26 46.88 N, & 120 19 30.98 W   47 26 47.07 N)
IR aircraft noted significant fire/heat 30 miles east southeast of the Sleepy Hollow Fire, but this was not mapped as it was outside the scanbox and therefore was not scanned.
