This fire is not part of the Sleepy Hollow Incident, and is not located within the scan box for Sleepy Hollow. It was detected by the crew/techs of N144Z and scanned. Data was transmitted to IRIN after landing at PAE. 
The fire was reported to CWICC dispatch at 0305 am. Much of the fire was mapped as intense heat especially the southeastern portion of the perimeter, with some bloom detected in the imagery. Intense heat was mapped adjacent to structures in the SE portion of the fire, located in section 25.
