	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]There was another 0.5 acre area of heat detected Southwest of the Wolverine fire South of Railroad Creek between Dole and Sevenmile creeks at Long -120o 43.048’ , 48o 10.696’. 

Wolverine showed small pockets of intense heat on the South and Southeast as well as the North and Northwest ends of the fire along the perimeter. A large pocket of scattered isolated heat in the Southeast half of the fire and a rind of scattered isolated heat along the Northwest perimeter. The remaining area shows minimal isolated heat.
