	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Mapping used 7/21 IR heat perimeter as a starting point. Perimeter growth was mapped on the northeast, north and to a small degree the western edges of the fire area. Intense heat was mapped along the fire’s edge in the northeast portion of the fire. The finger of fire on the northwest edge of the fire has moved nearly to the bottom of the Riddle Creek drainage, however all mapped heat remains southeast of Riddle Creek. Scattered heat was mapped in the Riddle creek drainage, and along the northwest and northeast fire edges. Isolated heat sources were mapped throughout the fire area but are primarily concentrated in the northern half of the fire area.
