	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter growth reported represents growth since previous IR flight (7/23). 
Fire growth occurred primarily on the eastern flank of the fire north of Wolverine Creek. Some perimeter growth was also mapped along the northern fire edge and along the western edge of the finger that runs down to Riddle Creek No fire was detected northwest of Riddle Creek. 
Intense heat was mapped along the NE corner of the fire, and in two small pockets on the eastern flank of the fire. Pockets of scattered heat were detected in the northern half of the fire area. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cloud cover obscured some areas of the scan box. The fire area itself was not obscured; however, unidentified heat may exist beneath cloud obscured areas outside the main fire perimeter. Areas of cloud cover were mapped.
