	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter growth reported represents growth since previous IR flight (7/27). 
Primary fire growth was to the north and east, where the fire moved 1/3 mile since the previous flight. A significant pocket of intense heat was mapped long the fire’s edge in the northeastern portion of the fire area. Some growth was also mapped in the Riddle Creek drainage with both scattered and intense heat; all detected heat remains southeast of Riddle Creek. Scattered heat was also mapped along the fire’s northern edge along the shoulder of the primary ridgeline running through the fire area (section PB48). 
Isolated heat sources were detected throughout the fire area.
