	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter growth reported represents growth since previous IR flight (7/29). 
The fire has nearly tripled in size since the previous IR flight. The heat perimeter has expanded to the north, northwest and southeast. Intense heat was mapped along the entire northern edge of the fire, as well as the southeastern flank of the fire. Intense heat was also mapped in the Riddle Creek drainage. 
The fire has reached the shores of Lake Chelan to the east. No heat was detected north or west of Riddle Creek. A significant patch of intense heat was mapped south of Wolverine Creek running from lake Chelan nearly up to point 5848.
