	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Very intense heat over the fire tonight, with incident generated pyrocumulus cap making image capture difficult. 
The fire made a significant push, primarily to the south. Fire is well established with intense heat on both sides of Railroad Creek. A 227 acre spot fire has established south of Lucerne and SE of Railroad Creek stretching from Railroad Creek to Dome Mountain. Multiple spot fires were detected to the south and east of this fire polygon with the closest about ¼ mile from Dome Lake Campground. 
Spot fires were also detected SE of Lucerne just south of Refrigerator Harbor, the largest of which was 5 acres. A portion of the bowl east of Lucerne Mountain and south of Lighting Creek was partially obscured by the fire’s plume. 
Perimeter growth also occurred to the north and northeast, though all fire remains west of Lake Chelan and southeast of Riddle Creek. 
Intense heat was mapped along the northwest boarder of the fire in the Riddle Creek drainage, and in the entire southern half of the fire.
