	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack] The Wolverine fire once again showed rapid growth especially to the south and west. The fire perimeter more than quadrupled in size in the previous 24hours moving a further 3.5 miles south. In the north, the fire is well established to the north of Riddle Creek and has nearly made it to Bridal Veil Creek in some places. This northern flank exhibits intense heat. On the western flank, fire has burned the eastern slope of Lucerne Mountain. The fire has burned all around Domke Lake, and has spread throughout the Burn Creek, South Lake Creek, & Forks Creek drainages. Fire is also well established in the Emerald Park Creek drainage. 
To the southwest, the main fire has reached Bobcat Ridge with multiple very large (>40 acres) spots well established south of Bear Creek. In the southeast of the fire area, a 360+ are fire polygon has established on both sides of Twin Harbor creek running south nearly to Little Creek. Six individual spot fires were detected south of Little Creek. Spotting distance of more than ½ mile was observed in the south end of the fire. 
Intense heat was mapped along the advancing north, west, south and southeastern edges of the heat perimeter.
