	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The Wolverine fire continues to grow significantly to the south, southwest and north increasing 8,810 acres since the last infrared scan. 
In the northern portion of the fire, the fire has crossed Bridal Veil Creek, and is now well established north of Canyon Creek west of the Manly Wham Campsite. This northern perimeter edge is fringed with intense heat. 
Along the western edge of the fire, the fire has progressed ½ mile west on the southern face of Lucerne Mountain in the previous 24 hours while further south in the bottom of Railroad Creek drainage the fire moved 1.5 miles west. 
In the southwestern corner, the fire has progressed 3 miles to nearly the peak of the Chelan Mountains. This expansion shows intense and scattered heat in the Clone Creek and Tumble Creek drainages. The fire’s edge has nearly reached Mirror Lake. 
To the south, the fire is now within 1/10 mile of Pyramid Creek, though no heat was detected south of Pyramid Creek. 
Intense heat was mapped along most advancing fire edges along with significant scattered heat throughout the entire fire.
